Minimum Funds Availability Changes  

New amendment increases withdrawal limit  

Effective July 21,2011 The Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Con-

sumer Protection Act of 2011(Dodd-Frank Act) will amend the Expedited 

Funds Availability Act (EFAA) by increasing the amount of deposited 

funds that credit unions must make available for withdrawal on the next 

business day from $100 to $200.  

Due to this amendment, Junction Bell Federal Credit Union members will 

experience some changes to their ability to withdraw funds.  

Generally, Junction Bell makes funds from check deposits available to 

our members on the first business day after the day we receive the de-

posit. Electronic direct deposits are usually available on the same day we 

receive the deposit. Once the funds are available, our members can with-

draw them in cash and we will use them to pay checks that have been 

written. With the amended increase, members will have the ability to 

withdraw $200 (formerly $100) on the first business day after depositing 

funds.  

For determining the availability of deposits, every day is a business day, 

except Saturdays, Sundays and federal holidays. If a deposit is made 

before the credit union is open on a business day, we will consider that 

day to be the day of deposit. If the deposit is made after the credit union 

closes on a business day or on a day we are not open, we will consider 

that the deposit was made on the next business day we are open.
